However, Nature has a wonderful way of making ug tere will surely be a sudden rush of
growth that will catch us out. The soil is stidld and many seeds won’t germinate until it gets
warmer. My grandfather used to test the tempegdiyrsitting on the ground with his pants

down, but this is not to be recommended if you haveallotment. He also used to sow small
seeds using his middle finger and thumb rather kisforefinger which he claimed greatly increagedmina-
tion and fertility.
